PERMITS, ZONING & ORDINANCES
In order to have more growth and expansion that is orderly in our Township there are certain building and zoning regulations as well as ordinances to be followed. The following brief outline provides some insight regarding the requirements and procedures necessary to obtain permits.

I.  Building/Zoning Permits are required whenever you want to do the following:

   a. New construction, which includes among other things, fences and     

    storage sheds.

   b. Repairs and/or alterations including replacement of roof shingles.

   c. Erect a sign on your property or establish a Home Occupation.

II.  A Zoning Variance is required under the following circumstances:

   a. If the activity or use to be engaged in at your property does not conform to the uses and activities permitted by the Zoning Ordinance in the Zoning District in which your property is located.

   b. If the placement of a building on your property does not confirm to the dimensioned requirements set forth in the Zoning District where your property is located.

Ill.  Ordinances
   a. Weeds — not to exceed 8 inches in height - Ordinance #4-2002.

   b. Junk Yards — the deposit or storage of two or more motor vehicles not having valid inspections is prohibited.

   c. Snow and/or ice must be removed from sidewalks within 24 hours after it has ceased to fall or form.

   d. Burning — outdoor burning of most materials is prohibited.  Except under certain conditions, the outdoor burning of dry twigs, dry branches and dry paper at single-family dwellings, two-family dwellings and farms is permitted.
